Thurrock Coalition are continuing to facilitate the Lasting Power of Attorney Champions Project, which launched in January 2016. The Project has seen support for completion of LPAs through TCIL and awareness raising and events through: 17 Champions from: Thurrock Coalition, Thurrock Centre for Independent Living, BATIAS, Thurrock Mind, Cariads, Thurrock Lifestyle Solutions, The Stroke Association, Parent Advisory Team Thurrock, Age Concern Thurrock, Thurrock Council Workforce Planning.

The Champions promote accessibility and usage amongst a wider demography by assisting people with form completion.

To date we have assisted 54 individuals with the completion of LPAs, increasing knowledge, understanding and awareness of LPAs and how they work, saving people an estimated: £46,000 (Standard Sols fee of £850 x 54).

Item 9, page 9 – Telephone calls to Thurrock Council.  – Les reported Customer Care are looking into this and will feedback when he has a response.  A few members shared their concerns when contacting Thurrock Council whereby there is extended waiting time or non-response.
